March was a challenging month for markets with the global banking sector returning to the spotlight, leading to a
more difficult end to the first quarter. The quarter had started in a positive tone with the re-emergence of China
and Chinese tourists, which helped global markets. However, it ended with a regional US banking crisis and the
takeover of Credit Suisse in Europe.

Recent strong economic data has been overshadowed by the speedy demise of Silicon Valley Bank. While largely
unconnected, markets were shaken by this banking noise. Credit Suisse was the immediate European victim, given
the series of scandals that have plagued the bank in recent years. The bank was subsequently taken over by
compatriot UBS.
